·  PRV League 2008:  M. Romo reported that the PRV league was “not going to fly” as only 2 teams registered.  Calhoon suggested dividing the 2 teams into 4.  M. It was confirmed that each tournament could choose to play that the backboard was dead or live rules.  Kintana will chair the 4th of July tournament.  M. Romo moved and Keary 2nd to remove this tournament from the USBF calendar thereby allowing non USBF members to play.  The motion passed. (Calhoon opposed).  Allen indicated a concern about the card requirements for the Nor Cal’s as well as very few teams participate other than MBF players.  She felt that this should be discussed with Ray Martellecci (past co-chair) prior to a decision.  There was much discussion about the reasons to support the USBF including Olympics.
