Heard in Passing 

 
I have often heard the following words when players are taking measurements and most recently last Saturday,  

  

ñto the center of the pallino itôsò. 

 

The most accurate measurement cannot be taken to the center of the pallino simply because, if you are not standing directly 

above it, you will not pinpoint the actual center. The measurement taken will be a ñPerceptionò of the eye and may vary from 

viewer to viewer. 

 

FYI                                                 This is RULE ñXò of the Martinez Bocce Federation. 

 

X.  MEASUREMENTS: All measurements will be made from the inside dimension of the bocce ball to the inside dimension of 

the pallino. Do not touch balls. Only an official and one representative from each of the opposing teams may be present during 

measurements. Both Capos must agree on which team has the point(s). If both teams have balls remaining, the team that does 

not have the closest ball to the pallino rolls again. If all balls have been played, points are awarded based on the balls that are 

actually closest to the pallino in accordance with Rule IX. FRAME OR GAME IS OVER WHEN BOTH CAPOS AGREE.
